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A CONCURRENT RESOLUTION encouraging state agencies to adopt an alert system for child kidnappings.

Be it resolved by the House of Representatives of the General Assembly of the Commonwealth of Kentucky, the Senate concurring therein:

Section 1.   The Department of State Police, the Division of Emergency Management of the Department of Military Affairs, the Transportation Cabinet, the Governor's Office of Child Abuse and Domestic Violence Services, and the Governor's Office for Technology are encouraged to create, adopt, and operate as soon as possible a system for alerting the public of child kidnappings and coordinating the response of law enforcement and other agencies to child kidnappings.

Section 2.   The State Police are encouraged to take the lead role in:

(1)
Receiving information from law enforcement agencies relating to a child kidnapping;

(2)
Evaluating with the local agency the desirability of public notification with regard to the kidnapping;

(3)
Working with the Division of Emergency Management, the Transportation Cabinet, law enforcement agencies, and the media in disseminating information regarding a child kidnapping; and

(4)
Coordinating information received from the public and from law enforcement agencies to better enable the child to be safely, quickly, and efficiently recovered and the perpetrator captured.

Section 3.   The Clerk of the House of Representatives shall send copies of this resolution to the Division of Emergency Management, Department of State Police, Transportation Cabinet, Governor's Office of Child Abuse and Domestic Violence Services, and the Governor's Office for Technology.
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
